In my previous article, I wrote about the events 

leading up to my first season with LYTE, and my 

first performance.  

 

With my second season, I performed in Snowed In, 

which was once again written and directed by Dan 

Ebbs. Between seasons, I had consistently heard 

rumours about a sequel to Fairyland Sanitation 

Company. I was so excited to act in a sequel, as 

Fairyland Sanitation was the only play I had 

performed in, therefore it was the only one I really 

cared about. Sadly, I would not get to perform in the 

sequel. In the first season there were two groups, 

ages seven to twelve, and thirteen to seventeen, 

however, the groups were split into three this 

season; seven to nine, ten to twelve, and thirteen to 

seventeen. The Fairyland sequel was passed over to 

session two, and the session one kids got to do 

Snowed In. Naturally this disappointed me, but, like 

the year before, I grew to love our play. There were 

many new faces this year, some of whom would 

continue the program, others who called it quits 

after that. I especially enjoyed my role as the 

foreign janitor, Mr. Olmutz. I might not have said 

muchðbesides 'yep' and 'nope'ðbut I think it was 

quite an interesting role!  

 

Season three was Ghosts Don't Act. Three was 

Dan's last year writing, and I was pretty 

disappointed. Maybe it was the fact that he had been 

the only writer I knew up to that point, but to this 

day, he is still my favourite. Dan would direct for 

the last time the year after, passing the directing 

duty on to Kerry Hishon. I really do miss when he 

led the program. But I digress. In Ghosts Don't Act, 

I played Abner, a mischievous ghost who died after 

an explosion in the theatre's boiler room. In my 

opinion, it was a pretty silly concept for a play, but I 

enjoyed the experience overall. It goes to show that 

you can do anything with theatre. For better or for 

worse, the stage has no limits. What you do with it 

is up to you.  

 

Currently, I am looking to get together with Peace 

Players here in Alberta. We are waiting for a 

response from the groupôs manager. Before I finish, 

Iôd like to say this. If you want to try theatre, then 

try it. You wonôt regret it.

The work constructs an 

imagined physical and verbal dialogue between Mustapha Akkad and Rawad Jassem Mohammad Abed, the suicide 

bomber who     carried out the explosion. The work also looks at the imagined lives and memories of both the victim and 

his killer as they revisit each otherôs lives after their fatal encounter.
